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QUALIFIED STATEWIDE BALLOT MEASURES

Prop 18-approve an $11.14 bil-
lion bond for safe drinking water
and water supply reliability pro-
grams,

Prop 19-legalize Marijuana and
allow it to be regulated and taxed,
Prop 20-remove elected officials
from the process of establishing
congressional districts and trans-
fer that responsibility to the newly
authorized 14-member redistrict-
ing commission,

Prop 21-establishes an $18 an-
nual state vehicle license sur-
charge and grants free admission
to all state parks to surcharged
vehicles

Prop 22-prohibits State from shift- o

ing, taking, borrowing, or restrict-
ing the use of tax revenues dedi-
cated by law to local government
services,

Prop 23-suspends State laws
requiring reduced greenhouse
gas emissions that cause global
warming until the unemployment
rate drops to 5.5% or less for four
consecutive quarters,

Prop 24-repeals recent legislation
that would allow businesses to
shift operating losses to prior tax
years and would extend the pe-
riod permitted to shift operating
losses to future tax years,

Prop 25-change the legislative
vote requirement necessary to
pass the state budget from two-
thirds to a simple majority,

Prop 26-Increases legislative
vote requirement to two-thirds for
state levies and charges, with
limited exceptions, and for certain
taxes current subject to majority
vote.

Prop 27-eliminates 14-member
redistricting commission selected
from applicant pool picked by
government auditors. Consoli-
dates authority for establishing
state Assembly, Senate, and
Board of Equalization district
boundaries with elected state
representatives responsible for
drawing congressional districts.
